Exemption Information

All exemptions listed are for your legal primary residence.

The deadline for applying for the exemptions is March 1st .

All copies that are need for your exemptions can be made in the Assessors’ office free of charge

Here is a brief overview of exemptions and their requirements: 

Star Exemption for School Form RP425

The STAR exemption is a set amount that comes off your school tax bill.

Basic Star:

Any age                             Any income

 You only need to apply once unless there is change in your property or in your status.

Proof of residency is needed via a driver’s license 

Enhanced Star:

 One owner needs to be 65 years or older by the end of the year. 

  Must make under $74,700 

  Must submit 2008 income tax form

 Proof of residency and age also needed via driver’s license

This must be reapplied for yearly unless you sign up for the income verification program.

Veterans Exemptions

For the Veterans Exemption you may only have one of them,  the Alternative or the Cold war. 

Alternative Veterans Exemption: Form 458-A

    Must be within the qualifying years to participate

   Need discharge paper (DD-214) and driver’s license 

   Surviving spouse can apply for this exemption.

   Proof is needed if disabled from Veterans Affairs

   This exemption is for your town, county, and village taxes

Cold War Veteran Exemption:  Form 458-B

Must be within the qualifying years to participate

Proof is needed if disabled from Veterans Affairs

Surviving spouse can apply for this exemption

Need discharge paper (DD-214) and driver’s license

This exemption is for your town, and county taxes. 

Disabilities and Limited Income Exemptions Form RP-495-C (Instructions are found on form RP-495-C-INS)

Disability Exemption Requirements:

  Must have legal documented evidence of disability

  Proof of residency is needed via a driver’s license 

  2009 income tax papers must be submitted

  You must make under $32,400

   This exemption is for your town, and school taxes. For the school portion you cannot have a child in the public school system (grades K-12).

  This exemption has to be renewed yearly.

Senior Citizens Exemptions Form RP467

Senior Citizens Exemption Requirements:

  Must be 65 or over by the end of the year.

  Must own your home for at least 1 year prior to filing

  Make under $36,400 

   Proof of residency and age are needed via a driver’s license 

   2009 income tax papers must be submitted

   This exemption is for your town, county, village and school taxes. For the school      portion you cannot have a child in the public school system (grades K-12).

    This exemption has to be renewed yearly.

** You can not have the Senior Citizens exemption and the Disability.**
