SEPTEMBER 14, 2009 TOWN OF RHINEBECK TOWN BOARD MEETING MINUTES

At 5:00 the Supervisor opened this Special Meeting with Comprehensive Plan Consultants Warren Replansky, Michael Zarin, Graham Trelstad, Ted Fink, Sally, Mazzarella and Town Board members Dod Crane, Bruce Washburn and Ellen Silverstein all present.  Councilman Dan Staley was absent. 

At this point the Board went into Executive Session to discuss possible litigation issues with consultants on motion from Bruce and second from Ellen.  

At 6:50 the Executive Session ended and Tom Traudt led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Warren Replansky, Special Counsel for the Comp Plan, explained that the Board went into Executive Session due to several threatening letter about lawsuits.  The consultants need input from the Town Board on Gun Club issues, PCN, Wetlands Law, CBS district and usages.  A special meeting will be necessary on September 29th to discuss these issues.  No action will be taken tonight.  The Building Moratorium will need to be extended.

Mike Trimble, Planning Board Chairman, addressed the Board on the importance of the Fresh Water Wetlands Law.  He explained that the DEC regulated wetlands are 12.4 acres or more.  With the exception of wetlands having especially significant natural features; the DEC does not regulate those less than 12.4 acres.  The ACOE has regulatory authority over navigable waters, restricting their authority to wetlands that can be considered to be a part of a navigable waterway.  These restrictions on DEC and ACOE regulatory authority leave Rhinebeck’s wetlands under 12.4 acres without any viable protection.  In addition to their value as habitat for plants and animals in the Town, wetlands play a vital role in protecting water quality and in controlling storm water run off.  Given the reliance of most Town residents (outside the Village) on groundwater, and the many complaints pertaining to flooding in the Town that often follow significant rainfall, the importance of protecting our remaining wetlands cannot be over emphasized.  The adoption of the proposed Freshwater Wetlands Law will provide the Planning Board with a necessary tool to protect these vital functions that wetlands provide the community.

1.  Vanderburgh Cove update from Town Engineer Ron Evangelista and on Grant opportunities from Victor Cornelius.  

Phase 1 Collection System Rehab work to eliminate groundwater and rainwater inflow and infiltration, proposes placement of approximately six of the worst manholes, which are within easements.  This work includes (manholes only)

            Replace #’s 4 6, 7, 8 and 32 existing block basins within the North easement

             Replace two manholes # 5 and 31, CMP pipe structures in the North system (easements must be obtained, other choose alternate below)

             Alternate – replace two manholes #23 & 27; These are alternate 

structures (to #5 & 31 if no easement), #23 is a storm catch basin; and 27 is a concrete block structure, and is filled with debris and flooded, both in the South system

There will be a total of 3 phases as part of the Collection system upgrade and rehabilitation to reduce the amount of I & I received at the treatment systems.

Pam Richardson feels there is some concern about a design build.  There is 0 % financing for Bio Clere.  That funding of $1.75 million is conditioned on an approved design system.  It is not a question if we can put out to bid, we have to amend the Bond resolution, need engineers report prepared, public interest order if we start down the wetlands design.  Timing is an issue.  The system must be completed by October 31, 2010.  The Town Board needs to make a decision about which path they want to follow.  

Bruce Washburn thinks the majority of the Board wants to make sure the wetland design is given a chance.  Why can’t we just proceed with that design?  Ron explained we have a feasibility study but no actual design.  Supervisor Traudt wants to know what the Board can do to get this moving.  Ron stated an RFP is needed for the wetlands design.  The bids for Bio Clere are due September 30th.  We have 25 companies interested in this project.  Some are asking if this actually going to happen.  This is the 5th time it has been put out to bid.  Ms. Richardson stated an engineers report, map, and plan need to be submitted to DEC. new public interest order, bid, DEC approval.  

Victor Cornelius asked counsel if all engineered wetlands are required  to complete a new SEQR and Pam stated maybe.  Mr. Nagel said DEC approval can be done in 3-6 months.  Fred suggested contacting Natalie Brown.  Mr. Cornelius thinks shifting gears can be done.  He asked Mr. Nagel if the DEC is engaged in wetlands design.  He has never had DEC approval in less than 4-8 months.  The staff has been cut back.  If the Town goes with the wetlands design there may be some green grant money out there.  He needs to know by October 16th which system is being pursued.  There is a grant application due that date.  Congressman Murphy and Senator Gillibrand are both interested in helping the Town.  There is an October 1, 2010 deadline for some federal appropriations but a specific design is needed.  Victor pointed out that wetlands design needs operation and maintenance reports.  In the northeast effluent is different and can be expensive.  The residents need to consider the time and cost; clarity is necessary.  He stated there will be no federal grants if there is litigation.  This has happened in Cairo, NY.  The best situation is to explore all possibilities and then everyone must be on board.  Might need some income study for the sewer district.  Time is the biggest issue here.

Dod asked what is the maximum number of manhole we can fix now and Ron replied 10-12.  Ron pointed out that there has been no pumping since August 7th.  Dod motioned and Bruce seconded to create specs for 12 manhole repairs subject to obtained easements.  Passed 4-0   

Victor Cornelius said traditionally with 0 % financing loan on the table you can float at BAN which would dovetail you through a 2 year period.  The EFC would refund the balance or callable SIB note which can be refinanced into a 0 % loan.  He encourages the Board to keep the EFC zero % financing in the picture since they will refund expended monies.  

Fred Nagel thanked the Board for proceeding with the manhole repairs.  It took a lot of courage and the homeowners appreciate it.  He feels our wetlands are deeper than most; Toronto, Canada has this system.  The relative merits of the wetlands design should be discussed.  He has talked to Tom Randolph and he needs to hear from the Town.  Natalie Brown thinks there might be more funding out there for a green system.  Renuage has offered Morris & Associates their help in collaboration but Morris has not responded.  Can these 2 firms work together to get a design.  STANDTEC signed on for a feasibility study.  Three hundred of these have been developed in the U.S.; the expertise is out there.  Ms. Richardson pointed out that according the General Municipal Law it would be difficult for a specific company to work with the engineer in designing a system.  It needs to be a level playing field. Other towns have solved these legal issues  Fred Nagel said there are several lawyers in Vanderburgh Cove..  Professional exemption to comp the bid process has been used in other places.  Dod feels it is ethically improper for Morris to work with another possible bidder, Renuage, in designing a system.   

Victor feels EFC will go with either technology as long as the DEC approves.  The new technology may have priority with some at DEC whereas other at DEC might favor proven technology.  

Steve Gruber, of Renuage, stated their systems are prevalent in the Midwest and Minnesota.  It deals best in cold climate; aerated wetlands favor this technology.  The Buffalo Airport and a New York refinery have already been done.  Obtaining approvals is not an obstacle.  

Tom Traudt spoke with Dan Adams today.  Since we are working with deadlines;  it will be more effective if we have a roundtable discussion with all interested parties attending.  Dod wondered if we should write Tom Rudolph or the powers to be to see about leniency on the EFC timeline.   Tom said he would follow up.  Victor volunteered to go to the EFC and then get back to Tom and Dod.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the bookkeeper is authorized to make the following budget amendments,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, such temporary advance shall be repaid with interest reasonably estimated to have been earned on the investment of monies in the General Fund had such advance not been made, as soon as monies are available but in any event no later than Dec. 31, 2009,

WHEREAS, the Town desires to purchase a 12 person passenger van for use as a senior shuttle; and 

WHEREAS, on August 10, 2009, the Town authorized the Town Clerk to advertise for sealed bids for a 12 person passenger van in accordance with specifications available from the Town Clerk and specifically:  2007 or later Chevrolet 3500 Express passenger van, 20,000 miles or less, in Clean condition by NADA standards, 6.0 L engine, 8 cylinders, 145 Amp alternator, 7 lead trailer wiring harness, Stabilitrak electronic stability control system or equivalent and driver and passenger side air bags.  
WHEREAS, sealed bids were opened on the 27th day of August, 2009 pursuant to Notice duly published and posted: and 

WHEREAS, Ruge Automotive has submitted the low bid for the 2007 Chevrolet 3500 Express passenger van; and

5. RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE TOWN OF RHINEBECK CREDIT CARD POLICY.

            WHEREAS, the Town has determined that it is desirable to obtain a commercial credit card in the name of the Town for certain purchases.

WHEREAS, prior to obtaining any such credit card, the Town of Rhinebeck desires to adopt a written policy, hereafter known as the “Town of Rhinebeck Credit Card Policy” which, among other things, establishes for what the credit card may be used.

            NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

            That the Town of Rhinebeck hereby adopts the Town of Rhinebeck Credit Card Policy attached hereto; and 

            BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Rhinebeck Supervisor is hereby authorized to apply for and obtain a credit card as set forth in the Credit Card Policy; and 

            BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Supervisor and, in the absence of he Supervisor the Deputy Supervisor, is authorized to make credit card purchases on behalf of the Town as set forth in the Town of Rhinebeck Credit Card Policy

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to forward a copy of the Credit Card Policy to the publisher of the Town of Rhinebeck 

Chapter CREDIT CARD POLICY

§ 1.  Purpose.

The purpose of this Policy is to adopt procedures by which the Town of Rhinebeck may obtain a credit card in the name of the Town of Rhinebeck (the “Town Credit Card”) and regulate its use.  

§ 2.  Credit Cards.

The Town Board may enter into a contract with any banking institution authorized to issue credit cards in the State of New York, in order to obtain a Town Credit Card, which may be used to make Authorized Purchases of goods or services pursuant to section 6 below.

§ 3.  Compliance with Town Law §118.

Any agreement entered into by the Town for issuance and use of a Town Credit Card shall comply with the certification requirements of Town Law §118.

§ 4.  Compliance with Town of Rhinebeck Policies.

All purchases made pursuant to this Policy shall comply with the Procurement Policy adopted by the Town Board. When applicable, purchases must be made in accordance with the Town purchase order policies and any other applicable policies adopted by the Town. 

§ 5.  Authorized users.

Only users authorized by the Town Board shall be permitted to use the Town Credit Card and shall have signing authority.

§ 6.  Authorized purchases.

The Town Credit Card shall be used only for purchases where there is no other reasonable or convenient form of payment due to (1) timing of purchase, (2) vendor location, (3) policies of the vendor or (4) where the Town makes regular, periodic payments as a subscriber for services. 

§ 7.  Number of credit card accounts.

At any given time, the Town may only maintain one (1) general purpose commercial credit card account.

The Town Board of the Town of Rhinebeck hereby acts as follows in consideration of the proposed extension of the existing moratorium on major subdivisions and on specified development types and uses until December 31, 2009 and pursuant to the Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York: 

1. Introduces the annexed Proposed Local Law No. 5 of 2009, providing for the extension of a Moratorium on Major Subdivisions and on Specified Development Types and Uses, each to a termination date of December 31, 2009, unless either earlier terminated or extended by resolution of the Town Board.

2. Classifies the Proposed Action as a Type II Action under SEQRA categorically deemed to be of no significant adverse effect on the environment and for which further environmental review is precluded.

3. Schedules a Public Hearing on Proposed Local Law No.5 of 2009, for September 24, 2009, at 5:00 p.m., which hearing shall be held at Town Hall, at 80 East Market Street, Rhinebeck, New York and directs the Town Clerk to post and publish notice prior to the Public Hearing in the Town=s official newspaper.

4. Further directs the Town Clerk to refer Proposed Local Law No. 5 of 2009, to the Dutchess County Department of Planning and Economic Development for review and advisory opinion pursuant to Section 239 of the General Municipal Law and to the Rhinebeck Planning Board pursuant to Chapter A.136, Section XII (B) of the Rhinebeck Town Code for review and recommendations thereon, and the Towns of Hyde Park, Milan, Red Hook, Clinton, and Esopus, the Village of Rhinebeck and the City of Kingston.
