THE LAND SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS

The Town of Rhinebeck Land Subdivision Regulations wete adopted by the Town
Planning Board on May 2, 1988 and approved by the Town Board on May 12, 1988. No
amendments have been made to the Regulations since they were adopted. The Land
Subdivision Regulations have been analyzed as follows:

Are sidewalks required in new M “Pedestrian ways” are only required in major

residential subdivisions? subdivisions on through roads. In these situations, an
improved pedestrian path, sidewalk or bikeway is
required on at least one side of the street, ot a bikeway
or combined bikeway/pedesttian path may be situated
adjacent to the street pavement. The Planning Board
may waive this requirement under certain citcumstances.
