Marriage License Requirements

Both members of the couple must be present at Town Hall. The cost is $40 (we take cash or
checks only). Any person who has been married before must provide proof of the dissolution of
the most recent marriage. The license is good for 60 days after issuance, but there is a 24-hour
waiting period from issuance before it can be used.

The Rhinebeck Town Clerk’s office is open to issue marriage licenses Mondays, Wednesdays
and Fridays from 9:00 am to 3:30 pm, Tuesdays and Thursdays from 1:00 pm to 3:30 pm. No
appointment is necessary.

The following documents are required:

A person is required to establish proof of age and identity by submitting to the issuing
clerk one of the following age related documents:

Birth Certificate (translated into English and certified if necessary)
Baptismal record

Naturalization record

Census record
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And one of the following identity related documents:

Driver's license
Passport

Employment picture ID
Immigration record
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The question who is qualified to perform a marriage ceremony is one of state law rather than
county or town law. | refer you to section 11 of the NYS domestic relations law and section 2 of
the NYS religious corporations law, which say in part:

Domestic Relations

811. By whom a marriage must be solemnized. No marriage shall be valid unless solemnized by either: 1. A
clergyman or minister of any religion, or by the senior leader, or any of the other leaders, . . . provided that
no clergyman or minister as defined in section two of the religious corporations law, or Society for Ethical
Culture leader shall be required to solemnize any marriage when acting in his or her capacity under this
subdivision. . . .

Religious Corporations

82. Definitions. The term "clergyman” and the term "minister" include a duly authorized pastor, rector,
priest, rabbi, and a person having authority from, or in accordance with, the rules and regulations of the
governing ecclesiastical body of the denomination or order, if any, to which the church belongs, or
otherwise from the church or synagogue to preside over and direct the spiritual affairs of the church or
synagogue.

To be valid, a marriage ceremony must be performed by any of the individuals specified in Section 11 of
the New York State Domestic Relations Law. These include:

1. the mayor of a city or village;

2. the former mayor, the city clerk or one of the deputy city clerks of a city of more than one
million inhabitants;

3. amarriage officer appointed by the town or village board or the city common council;

4. ajustice or judge of the following courts: the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit,

the U.S. District Courts for the Northern, Southern, Eastern or Western Districts of New

York, the New York State Court of Appeals, the Appellate Division of the New York State

Supreme Court, the New York State Supreme Court, the Court of Claims, the Family Court, a

Surrogates Court, the Civil and Criminal Courts of New York City (including Housing judges

of the Civil Court) and other courts of record;

a village, town or county justice;

6. a member of the clergy or minister who has been officially ordained and granted authority to
perform marriage ceremonies from a governing church body in accordance with the rules and
regulations of the church body;

7. amember of the clergy or minister who is not authorized by a governing church body but who
has been chosen by a spiritual group to preside over their spiritual affairs;

8. other officiants as specified by Section 11 of the Domestic Relations Law.
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The person performing the ceremony must be registered with the City of New York in order to perform a
ceremony within the New York City limits. The officiant does not have to be a resident of New York State.
Ship captains are not authorized to perform marriage ceremonies in New York State.
